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PRESIDENTõS REPORT 2008/09  

 

This is my second report as President of Latrobe Cricket Club. The 

LCC has had another strong year on and off the field and we are now 

in a strong position to take advantage of a young playing list and a 

new generation of volunteers and committee members. All the club 

requires now is a greater commitment from each and every individual 

and an era of sustained success is achievable. 

Although the club did not achieve great success on the field during the season, the on- field 

prospects of the club took a great step forward in 2008/09. The appointment of Shane 

Wootton as non-playing coach showed a commitment from the committee to providing the 

playing list with the best leadership possible and Shane developed a great rapport with our 

long time club leaders; First Grade captain Paul Dickson and Second Grade captain David 

Squibb.

         Statement of Accounting Policies 
          
         This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the financial 
         reporting requirements of the Associations Incorporations Act (Tas.) 1964 . The committee has 
         determined that the association is not a reporting entity. 
          
         The financial report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Associations 
         Incorporation Act (Tas.) 1964 and the following Australian Accounting Standards: 
         AASB 1031:   Materiality 
         AASB 110:    Events Occurring After the Balance Sheet Date 
          
         The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historic costs and does 
         not take into account changing money values, or current valuations of non-current assets. 
          
         The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the association in the 
         preparation of the financial report. The policies have been consistently applied unless otherwise 
         stated. 
          
         Property, plant and equipment 
          
         Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost. Depreciable items are depreciated over their 
         expected useful life using the diminishing value method. 
          
         Inventories 
          
         Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value. 
          
         Income tax 
         The association is exempt from income tax under section 23(h) of the Income Tax Assessment Act 
         (1997). 
          
         Grant income 

Grant revenue is recognised in the income statement when it is controlled. When there are      
conditions attached to grant revenue relating to the use of those grants for specific purposes it is 
recognised in the balance sheet as a liability (Grants Unexpended) until such conditions are met or 
services provided.
